Directions to Pichet's House

* From Chiang Mai Gate (South), cross the street going away from the walled city, and across the moat.

* Take a yellow sawngtaew (public pick-up truck) - they all follow the same route towards Hang Dong.

* Check the time when you leave.  It will be about 19-20 minutes in all.

* At about 13 minutes, you will pass a stoplight with a 4-lane highway going off to the right to Samoeng.

* Then watch for pedestrian crossings that go over the road.

* After the 2nd pedestrian crossing, look on your right for a large blue and white "American Standard" sign.

* Right after that sign, you will see a large, open brick warehouse on the right.

* Then you will pass a large open field on the right.

* As you approach the end of the field, ring the buzzer.

* You want to get off at the end of a large, dark brown antique store (Baan Chan Come), the 1st building beyond the field.

* Pay the driver 10 Baht.

* Take the road to the left.  You will know it is the correct road because you should see an irrigation ditch (with water in it) on the left, just before it goes underneath the highway.  So the ditch will not be on the right side of that side street.  What will be on the right is a white wall with a bunch of signs in Thai script.

* Walk down that side road about two blocks.  On your left will be a rice field (sometimes soy).

* At the end of the street, after a noodle stand on your right, you will walk right into Pichet's property as the road curves right.  His name (Pichest Boonthumme) is on a plaque on the wall to the left of the gate.  There may be Tibetan prayer flags above the gate.

* Inside the gate, his classroom is on the left.
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
